· Distribute you time equally on the 4 essay questions (22 minutes each, watch the clock)

· Devote time to all sections (a,b,c,d etc.) for each essay and write something down for each section. There are no points off for guessing (the sun ()

· Answer the question! Go back and read your answer to be sure that you did.

· Look for the implied example! If you can think of a legitimate example, include it.

· Look for the points and give them what they want. Remember, your grader is tired and has a stack of papers to grade in a limited amount of time. Help them (and you) out by getting to the point early and clearly.
